T his edition of Crossroads finds us looking to the fall with thoughts of worship, education, youth ministry 
and mission to our community and world.  As we gradually leave the summer season behind, I am grateful 

for your welcome to me and Susan, your friendship, your stories and your participation in worship. Thanks to 
you all! 

In the PCW congregation I’m discovering a deep sense of a community whose relationships are important. 
Your desire to grow in Christ Jesus flows from your words, worship and service. PCW is hospitable and careful 
to be intentional and thoughtful. Certainly, as with all of life, our congregational character shakes from the 
forces of change that buffet us. In those times God calls out to us as a refuge and shelter – read Psalm 46 for 
that encouragement.  Susan and I look forward being part of your life during the months to come.  

Proverbs 29:18 reminds us that we must look to see what God is  
doing so that we will know God’s blessing. To create the atmosphere for God’s revelation we will begin our 
pastoral search time with a season of “soul-searching before pastor-searching”.  And that means some time 
out to look into our hearts to hear what God is saying about our congregation, God’s future and a new pasto-
ral leader.   

Yes, this will be another study, survey and report.  Those reports from recent years will help inform “our soul- 
searching” as we look to the future. Soul-searching before pastor searching helps to put us in the place of 
most potential for God to accomplish holy purposes at PCW.   

Sometimes this process is called a “mission study” or a “vision study”.  In any event the information gathering 
must do a few things: 1) Who are we now? 2) What is our purpose? 3) What kind of people does God call us to 
be in this season? 4) What is God’s dream for our congregation?  

We will have times of conversation.  We will complete a survey and seek God in times of special prayer for  
discernment.  When our study is complete, we will create a report, an executive summary and a strategic plan 
for the next few years (designed to interface with the new pastor’s leadership).  And we will celebrate by 
electing a Pastoral Nominating Committee. They will use the information to craft narratives that the pastoral 
candidate will prayerfully read.   

Session will move this project forward in the weeks to come, and you will be updated regularly in Crossroads, 
Facebook, the PCW website, Sunday bulletin and announcements.  Let’s look forward to God’s revelation -  
“If people can’t see what God is doing, they stumble all over themselves; but when they attend to what he  
reveals, they are most blessed”.  Proverbs 29:18 (The Message)

O ften times during my morning devotions after reading scripture, I turn 
to John McQuiston’s small book Always We Begin Again. I love to read 

his “Each Day” reflection. I have shared it from time to time with Bible Stud-
ies and our Deacons, because it speaks so clearly about how we are called to 
live this life encouraging one another and celebrating the unique giftedness 
of each person. I believe this is an extension of Christ’s invitation to live fully 
the abundant life he offers. On pages 19-20 McQuiston writes: 

When we rise from sleep let us rise for the joy of the true Work that we will be about on this day, and  
considerably cheer one another on. Life will always provide matters for concern. Each day, however, brings 
with it reasons for joy. Every day carries the potential to bring the experience of heaven; have the courage  

to expect good from it. Be gentle with this life and use the light of life to live fully in your time. 

How is God inviting you to live fully in your time? In what ways are you considerably cheering one another on? 
Do you expect good from each day? These are interesting questions to ponder as we consider the month 
ahead.   

One way I seek to live fully in my time is by refocusing my time with you at PCW. Over the summer PCW’s  
Session asked me to continue on for another year in ministry with you as the Interim Associate Pastor. After 
prayerful discernment I heard the Holy Spirit’s affirmation and said yes to the covenant extension. On August 
7, 2018, the Presbytery’s Committee on Ministry approved the continuation of our covenant agreement. 
Through this prayerful discernment and the church’s affirmation I will continue to be your Interim Associate 
Pastor for another year, from September, 2018, until September, 2019.  

With Pastor Bob’s arrival we are together planning and shaping how to focus my time and the unique gifts 
God has given to me with the congregation. You may notice a shift. Beginning this month, we are reducing  
my hours back to those on our covenant, part-time 20-24 hours a week. After Pastor Ed resigned, Session  
increased my hours to help in the time of transition. Now that Pastor Bob is here, I can go back to the orignial 
covenant hours. 

A few nuts and bolts: I plan to work on Sunday mornings, Tuesdays, and Thursdays (generally). In addition I 
will be available for evening meetings and as needs arise. A few hours of work each week are done from 
home, not in the time listed above, as I send emails, prepare sermons, research Bible studies, and answer 
phone calls.  

You may also notice that I will not be participating as much in weekly worship, as I will be intentionally train-
ing and equipping leaders to read scripture, usher, and help lead prayers. Part of my role will be in teaching 
and encouraging each person to use his or her gifts in the church or community. I will continue to offer pasto-
ral care and work with the Deacons on vistiation and caring ministries of hospitality.  

I am excited about this “beginning again” and look forward to the times when we can find joy in serving the  
risen Lord together. As we move forward, remember the encouragmenet of McQuiston, “be gentle with this 
life and use the light of life to live fully in your time.”

  GROWING ORGANICALLY: A COMMUNITY OUTREACH SERIESO   

T he vision for creating a Healing Space emerged through many ideas offered by 
many people.  Rev. Amy  Snow introduced the value of “sanctuary”, and Rev. Ed 

Goode suggested establishing a holistic healing practice in the Manse.   
Fifteen holistic healers toured the Manse and shared their perceptions of its  
potential for transformation into a Healing Space. 

 
We searched the web for benchmarks.  Our goal was to identify  an organization that:  (1)  dedicated a build-
ing to holistic healing, (2) used space as the primary healing modality, (3) embraced the spiritual dimension 
of holistic healing, and (4) used an interdisciplinary team to offer diverse services.   But we didn’t find any 
benchmark organizations. 

So we set out on a journey to explore the possibilities.  A pivotal transition developed when a church member 
expressed interest in creating an endowment dedicated to repurposing the Manse for use as a place dedicat-
ed to serving the common good.  The Presbyterian Church of Wyoming requested proposals. 

Our first task was to create an Advisory Board.  Five church members worked for 3 years to develop the  
vision.   Another “key player” was Rod Sidley, who took the lead as both our architect and church president.   
The rest is history, involving many other key players who volunteered their specialized skills in areas such as 
law, accounting and insurance. 

Preliminary strategic planning for creating The Healing Space of Cincinnati was welcomed with unanimous  
support by both the church’s governing board and the City Council of Wyoming.   We negotiated a period of 
one year to recruit practitioners and develop programming.  But a greater power had different plans. 

The Healing Space’s vision and mission attracted a diverse team of exceptionally well trained and experienced 
holistic practitioners.  Without active recruiting the practitioner team filled and started working collaborative-
ly 2 months before remodeling was complete.  There has been a waiting list for additional practitioners inter-
ested in volunteering at The Healing Space for its entire operation.
